Cochran Addresses bachelorss degree from University
Law School of Mississippi in 1959, he was com-
missioned an ensign in the U.S.
Naval Reserve. In 1961 he attended
the University of Mississippi School
of Law, where he was awarded a
Rotary Foundation Graduate Fellow-
ship and studied international law
for a year at Trinity College, Uni-
versity of Dublin, Ireland. After
graduating from law school, he
joined the firm of Watkins and Eager
in Jackson, where he became a part-
ner after only two and half years.

In 1972, Cochran was elected
U.S. Congressman for the fourth
District, and in 1978, he was elected
to the U.S. Senate, becoming the
first Republican in over 100 years
to win a statewide election. Senator
Cochran has ascended the ranks of
the Senate to become one of the
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
